Please see the final arrangements and reminders before we go:
· Children will need to enter school at the normal time (between 8.40am and 8.50am) with their luggage via the hall doors on the Key Stage two playground.
· Any medications (with completed forms) need to be brought into school prior to the visit and handed to your child’s class teacher. These forms can be obtained from the school office. 
· On the day of departure, we advise sending children in warm, comfortable clothing with their coat along with a hat, scarf, gloves, refillable water bottle and a packed lunch in a small rucksack, as we will be heading straight out as soon as we arrive in Whitby. 
· Please ensure all items of clothing are clearly labelled and fit into one small bag.

· We aim to return to school for approximately 5.00pm on Friday 26th January. The school office will contact you via text message if there are any changes. We ask that all children are collected from the man hall once they have been registered back at school, 
· Children will not be permitted to bring any additional food or electronics on the residential. Your child will not require any money. 
· For safeguarding purposes, if any mobile phones or electronic devices are found, they will be confiscated and handed back after the visit.

Children will be outside for the majority of the trip so it is advised that they have suitable footwear for walking and warm/waterproof clothing. Children will also require a refillable water bottle in a small rucksack or backpack. A small torch would be useful but not essential. 
Frequently Asked Questions

Q. Can the children take mobile phones with them?

A. No. The reason for this is that direct contact with home can cause children to become homesick even if they weren’t beforehand! There is also of course the issue of them getting lost, stolen or damaged.
Q. If I need to contact my child in an emergency, how do I go about it?

A. If you need to contact your child during the day, please contact school on 01606 652321. The school office will then contact the teachers, who in turn will contact you. 

Q. Can the children bring electronic devices?

A. No due to the risk of them consoles being lost, damaged or stolen, children may not bring any electronic devices.

Q. How much money can my child take with them?

A. There is no shop or vending machine at the youth hostel and children will not have opportunities to go shopping in Whitby.

Q. My child needs to take medication on a daily basis. How do I ensure he / she receives it?

A. Prior to the visit, please send your child in with his / her medication along with a completed medical form. 
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
